The Mini System. The 5 button version of the WW keypad that uses the same 

base station and software as the WW system.

The Reply voting system has multiple voting software applications 

available to cover almost all voting needs. Most other voting keypad 

systems have only one.

PowerPoint compatible software applications give a  voting capability to 

PowerPoint presentations and the foremost Reply PowerPoint voting 

software is Powercom (From £730.00 or US$1,095.00).

Stand-Alone voting software applications do not use PowerPoint and are 

combined voting and presentation software applications in their own right. 

They are usually far more flexible in use than PowerPoint voting software 

and the best of these are Unity, Synthesis (From £730.00 or 

US$1,095.00), and wInquiry (£3,340.00 or US$5,000.00).

Specialist voting software applications include consulting tools such as 

Ballot, which has gained traction in the Risk Management area and 

specialist market research tools such as M2M which can be used for the 

Market Research of adverts and broadcasts.
